Student Handout: Unit 1 Lesson 2

Character: Who's In It?

Suggested time: 35 - 45 Minutes

What's important in this lesson:

Stories often depend on who is involved (Character) as much as they depend on
what happens (Plot). You will build on your understanding of Plot, and through
work with one type of graphic organizer, examine the importance of Character in
storytelling.

Complete these steps:

1. Discuss with the teacher your present understanding of the terms Plot,
Character, and Conflict.

2. Waitch carefully as the teacher explains or demonstrates the parts and the
use of the Frayer Model graphic organizer. Ask any questions you have
about this tool, or about the idea, examples, or definition of Plot.

3. Review the results of the “Sequence Flow Chart” graphic organizer from
lesson one. With your teacher or a partner, compare your analysis of the Plot
of the Lesson one story on your flow chart to the definition and characteristics
of Plot contained in the completed “Frayer Model”.

4. Using a blank “Frayer Model”:

x Place the term Character in the centre

x Find, create, or decide upon a definition of character. You may be able to
work independently on this, or with your teacher, or with a partner. If you
have access to internet research, there are websites like
www.onelook.com for finding definitions of terms. You probably will have
access to a print dictionary.

x Complete the Definition and Facts/Characteristics portion of the organizer,
working with your teacher or a partner.

X You need one clear definition, and at least three (3) different
Facts/Characteristics related to the idea of character.

5. Complete the Examples and Non-Examples sections of the “Frayer Model”.
x Examples could come from your reading, your favourite shows on TV or in
films.
x Non-Examples could be any of the other parts of stories, plays, or
situations, which do not fit your definition of character.
